‘Developing the Participation of Disabled Children and Young People’
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Most children and young people have good opportunities to have their say about the issues that affect them. But this is not always the same for disabled children and young people.


‘Developing the Participation of Disabled Children and Young People’ is an exciting new research project that wants to change that.
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We want to find out the best ways of making sure disabled children and young people can have their say in all decisions that affect their lives. 

This project involves disabled children and young people from the start by asking them what they think and by having disabled children and young people working with us as young researchers.
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What we will do

· Send a survey to people who work with disabled children and young people to find out how adults involve them in decisions about their lives.

· Talk to disabled children and young people and staff to find out the best ways of involving disabled children and young people in decisions.
· Write a report for people who work with disabled children and young people to tell them what we found out, so they can learn about the best ways to involve disabled children and young people.

The project is funded by the National Lottery through Big Lottery Fund, and is being led by a group of organisations including NCB Research, the Council for Disabled Children (CDC), the Alliance for Inclusive Education (ALLFIE), and the Children’s Society.
